
5.2 (ii) Solid Waste Segregation/Management                  Claimed=4points 

The institution pays special attention for managing its solid waste. Separate dustbins are placed 

on the campus for biodegradable and non-biodegradable waste. Bins have been provided across 

the campus for collection of the solid waste. These bins are coded with specific colours, viz. 

Green –for biodegradable organic waste like cooked food, vegetables, fruit, leaves etc. and blue 

– for recyclable waste like paper, cartons, cans, metallic items etc.  

The institution manages solid waste properly in order to keep the campus clean and hygienic. 

The solid waste generated by all sorts of routine activities carried out in the college includes 

paper, plastics, glass, left-over food, etc. The NSS unit along with Rovers & Rangers unit carries 

out cleanliness drives regularly which helps in keeping the campus of the institution clean. One 

incinerator is installed in girls’ washroom to dispose of the waste in toilet. Most of the non-

biodegradable waste is sold to scrap dealers for further recycling purposes.   
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
