
3.3.3.1     Report on Extension Activities 

During the academic year 2023-24, Government College Jukhala organized five significant 

extension and outreach programs aimed at promoting community welfare and social 

responsibility.  

 

World AIDS Day Celebration: On 1st December 2023, the college’s  Red Ribbon Club 

observed World AIDS Day by organizing a rally to Panchayat Markandaya Makri, followed by a 

Nukkad Natak (street play) at the Markandaya Temple complex.
