5.4.(iii) Career Counselling workshop in Govt. Sen. Sec .School Jukhala

2024, the School Adoption Committee of Govt. College Jukhala undertook an institutional outreach 

visit to MMA Govt. Sr. Sec. School Jukhala on 19 February 2025. Three faculty members named 

Mr. Rajesh Kumar (Associate Professor in Economics) Mr. Virender Kumar (Assistant Professor in 

Commerce) and Dr. Devender Singh (Assistant Professor in Zoology) of our college were deputed 

to visit Govt. Sen. Sec. School Jukhala for the purpose of educative workshop and to sensitize 

students 10+2 students to get admission in Govt. Degree College Jukhala. The above said faculty 

members visited the Govt. Sen. Sec. School Jukhaka on dated 22October, 2024  and interacted with 

the students to make aware them about different courses being run in Govt. Degree College Jukhala 

and also about career options available to students after completing these courses. Approximately
